· The course organiser will inform you if you are required to bring gymnasts to work with

You will receive at the commencement of the course:

· Resource packs: Common core and Sport Specific theory

· Logbook

· Sample examination paper

The Course Organiser will:

· Confirm your place on the course

· Send directions to the venue

· Provide a course programme including dates and times.

British Gymnastics - Student Charter

Before you enrol you can expect:

· Prompt and courteous assistance in making your application to join a course

· To be given at your request, clear and concise information about our courses. This will include entry and attendance requirements, costs and fees and an indication of the course content.

When you begin your course, BG will ensure that:

· Your programme of study meets your learning needs and that it will be delivered by staff who are appropriately qualified and approved by BG.

· The facilities you use are adequately equipped.

· You receive an introduction to the course and your tutor.

The Course tutor will discuss with you and then ask you to sign a Learning Agreement, which sets out the main features of your programme of study and what is expected of you, if you are to complete your course successfully.

During your course BG will ensure that:

· You receive ongoing feedback on your progress from your tutor
· You produce a portfolio of evidence which you retain on completion of your course
· All the agreed elements in your programme are covered and that your tutors use a variety of teaching and learning styles appropriate to your programme
· You are told how your competence will be assessed and that you are given guidelines on how to complete the post course experience and log book
· You will be given details for any practical or written assessment procedures.
· You can appeal against assessment outcomes using a written procedure explained in the course syllabus
· You are able to make formal comments on the quality of your course and the facilities used.
As you reach the end of your course you can expect to have been offered:

· Guidance to help you make the best use of your course and

· Guidance on how to prepare for the examination and how to complete the post course guided learning

If you are unhappy with any aspect of your course you can:

· Raise your concerns with your tutor in the first instance, and then if the matter is not satisfactorily resolved, write to the BG who will respond accordingly.

Notification of Examination Results:

At the conclusion of your examination, you will receive feedback from the examiner on your practical assessment and will be informed of the outcome of the practical assessment. Any result at this stage is provisional until BG has completed all its Awarding Body checks. You will be notified in writing of the final result of the examination.
